e Salt/sand the roads once the snow starts.

e Monitor road conditions and maintain minimal snow depths based
on City policy.

e Adapt our plan based on local conditions and the weather forecast.
City crews work 24/7 to keep priority roads clear of snow. During regular

work hours, once priority roads are clear and as resources allow, the City
will plow local roads, City facilities, sidewalks and bus stops.
